	Step 1: Start with a square piece of paper, printed-side down (with ‘top flip’ on the corner furthest away).
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	Step 5: Fold your square in half by folding the top corner to the bottom corner, and then unfold so you are back to a square again.
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	Step 2: Fold the paper in half by folding the left corner to the right corner, and then unfold.
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	Step 6: Now we are going to create the fins. Pinch the left and right corners with both hands and bring the corners in to meet at the centre.
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	Step 3: Fold the lower left edge in to meet the centre fold, and then repeat with the lower right edge to make a kite shape, and then unfold.
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	Step 4: Fold the upper left and right edges to the centre, and then unfold.
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	Step 7: Fold the fins upwards, back against the top half.
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	Step 8: Fold the top corner down to create a blunt end, and then unfold.
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	Step 14: Turn the whale over and fold down the other fin.
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	Step 9: Turn the figure over.
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	Step 15: Create the tail by folding the bottom corner of the figure (pointed end) to the side, and then unfold.
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	Step 10: Fold the top corner down towards you using the crease you made in Step 8.
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	Step 11: Fold in a portion of the left and right corners. Try to make the folds even on both sides.
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	Step 16: Open the whale from the underside and bend the tail backwards along the creases. Both sides of the tail should wrap around the edge.
And now you have completed your blue whale!
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	Step 12: Fold in half by folding the entire right side of the figure over to the left.
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	Step 13: Fold down the fin (loose flap) away from the blunt nose.
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
